Cherokee Trail Hike Information

The trail is approximately 8 miles in length,
marked with white blazes on trees and also has
granite markers with red directional arrows (be
careful not to confuse the orange arrows of the
connecting trail markers with the red arrows of
the Cherokee Trail ).

Scouts must be in uniform. Tee shirts are
acceptable in the summer.

The hike must be completed in one day.

Two adults should accompany each group of
ten youth hikers.

All hikers qualifying for the Stone Mountain
Historical Trail hiking patch or medal must visit
Confederate Hall, watch the movie in the
theater, “The Battle for Georgia” and tour the
Education Center Exhibit Gallery. It will require
4 or 5 hours to complete the hike after leaving
Confederate Hall.

Hiking groups other than Scouts are invited to
walk the trail as well.

Patch and/or Medal Hiking Awards may be
purchased after walking the trail and completing
the Trail Awards Application Form.

In the spirit of “Leave No Trace”, please do not
mark on or deface park property while hiking.
Hikers are asked to carry out all trash and
deposit in park trash receptacles.

Camping for groups is available in the Youth
Camping Areas (Tents are required. Water and
toilets are available.)
